Approval/Denial

For home studies, the consultant will conduct from one to two home visits (or more if necessary), educate clients on adoption issues, counsel clients on requirements, and compile information to make an assessment. Professionals at Axis Adoption & Consulting Services Inc. will review the information provided by the client(s). Axis Adoption & Consulting Services Inc. reserves the right to approve or deny any client at any time during the home study process. All clients will be notified in writing of the approval or denial.

Conditions in which fees are charged

The fees listed above will be charged to the client upon all parties signing the engagement contract.  Fees will be collected as indicated above.
There will be no refund of the initial payment of services.

(Examples of this situation may include, but are not limited to: a decision not to adopt, an unfavorable study/denial of the home study, or a client deciding to seek services from another agency. The initial payment made by the client will not be refunded and if necessary, additional cost for time, travel and materials may be billed to the client.)
 Topic areas covered in the home study process

1. The family’s motivation for pursuing adoption or foster care;
2. The strengths, needs and personal adjustments of each member of the household;
3. The attitudes and feelings of the family, its extended family members, or significant others towards adoptive children;

4. The attitudes of the applicants toward the birth parents/relatives and the reasons children may be in need of adoptive placement;

5. The family’s plan for discussing adoption with the child(ren);

6. The applicant’s emotional stability and maturity; 

7. The applicant’s (and family as a unit) ability to cope with problems, difficulties and adversity;

8. The applicant’s capacity to give and receive affection;

9. An assessment of the applicant’s ability to provide for the physical and emotional needs of the child(ren);
10. The adjustment of any children in the home (including birth children and previously adopted children) if applicable;
11. Discussion of the family’s religious orientation, if any; 
12. The applicant’s ability to provide financially for the child(ren) and other family members;

13. The applicant’s child caring skills;
14. A medical assessment identifying any medical problems which may limit the applicant’s ability to parent a child to adulthood;

15. The location and physical environment of the home and neighborhood;

16. The plan for child care if both of the prospective parents are employed outside of the home;

17. A designated guardian should something unfortunate occur to both applicants simultaneously;

18. Evidence of screening of the applicants by state and local law enforcement and screening by the Abuse Hotline for reports of abuse, neglect or exploitation;
19. A recommendation in regard to the number, age, gender, characteristics, and special needs of the children who can be best served and be an appropriate match to this family;
20. The type of children who might be an inappropriate match for placement with the family;
21. Any special characteristics or limitations of the applicant’s regarding children placed in their home;

22. A final recommendation for child placement. 
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
